EVIDENCE OF THIS OCCURING AT HOLY EUCHARIST  
At all times, the ongoing safety and wellbeing of all children and young people will be the primary focus of care and 

decision-making, with particular attention paid to the cultural safety of Aboriginal children and children from 
culturally and/or linguistically diverse backgrounds, as well as the safety of children with a disability. 

 
Rationale: 
• Our school uniform is an important part of our identity as a school community. It reinforces in students 

a pride in their own appearance, instills recognition of themselves as an integral part of the school 
community and assists in developing pride in representing their school.  Issues of equality, health and 
safety and expense are also factors that contribute to the establishment of the Uniform Policy. 

 
Aims: 
• To promote equality amongst all students. 
• To further develop a sense of pride in, and identification with our school. 
• To provide durable clothing that is cost effective and practical for our school environment. 
• To maintain and enhance the positive image of the school in the community. 
• To use the school uniform as a safety precaution by enabling staff to identify students from our school 

during out of school activities 
 
Implementation: 
• The Holy Eucharist School summer and winter uniforms are compulsory and must be worn at all 

times. 
• The Holy Eucharist School sports uniform is compulsory and must be worn on days when students have 

been timetabled for Physical Education. 
• The Uniform Policy applies during school hours, while travelling to and from school and when students 

are on school excursions. 
• The Uniform Policy will be supplied to all new parents in the school information pack. 



• The Uniform Policy, including details of uniform items and places of purchase, will be published in the 
newsletter at the start of each school year and on the school website. 

• PSW is the current school uniform supplier and order forms are available from the office and on the 
school website or PSW website. The supplier will be reviewed in accordance with the review of the 
Uniform Policy. 

• A current Holy Eucharist Primary School uniform list is attached to this policy. 
• Acceptable jewellery items are watches, stud earrings and sleepers worn in the ears. No other jewellery is 

to be worn, except medical alert accessories.  
• Extreme hair colours (eg: green, pink or purple rinses) and/or extreme hairstyles are not permitted. 
• All hair accessories should conform to the school colours (maroon or yellow). 
• Hair which is shoulder length or longer must be tied back at all times in line with our Head Lice 

Management Policy. 
• Nail polish and cosmetics may not be worn at school. 
• Black school shoes are to be worn. For safety reasons, all shoes must be fully enclosed. Runners are 

required for Physical Education classes and should only be worn on sport days. Students may wear 
runners at lunch time but must change into their black shoes if it’s not their sport day. 

• Students are to use the Holy Eucharist School backpack and bookbag with the School logo.  
• Holy Eucharist Primary School Sunsmart hats are compulsory as per our Sunsmart policy. The school 

maroon beanie may be worn in cold weather.  
• The Sunsmart hats must be worn outside in terms 1 & 4, however, it is recommended that hats be 

brought to school all year round. Hats are not to be worn inside.  
• A maroon jacket for students is available for purchase each year. 
• The School/Parish Education Board requires that the Principal be responsible for the implementation of 

the Uniform Policy in a manner consistent with the Student Code of Conduct. 
• Students not wearing the correct uniform are required to have a written letter from the parent/guardian 

explaining why they are out of uniform.  
• Students not wearing the correct school uniform, will be issued with a letter informing the parent/guardian.  

The note will need to be signed by the parent/guardian and returned to school. The name of the student 
will be recorded at the school office. 

• Parents seeking exemptions to the Uniform Policy due to religious beliefs, ethnic or cultural background, 
student disability, health conditions or economic hardship must apply in writing to the Principal / Deputy 
Principal.
